


The Origin of sin:

* The devil (Lucifer) rebelled against God
(Isa.14:12-17, Rev. 12:7-9). Lucifer became very

proud and wanted to become God and then he
was thrown down from heaven.

* Lucifer tried to fight against God (Rev. 12:9).

* |t was the devil who brought sin into the world
(Jn. 8:44, 1 Jn. 3:8).



Where was Sin ?

Sin was in Heaven due to Lucifer

= When Lucifer sinned against
God, God dethroned Lucifer
and threw him into the earth
because God wanted to purify
Heavens (Heb. 9:23-24).

= Now Satan (Lucifer) is making
war against Christians (Eph.
6:11-12).

= Qur fight is not against the
flesh and blood, but against

the principalities and powers
of darkness.
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What the Bible says about Sin:

Every kind of wrong doing is
sin (1Jn.5:17).

Which means doing anything
that is not right.

Not obeying God’s law is sin (1
Jn.3:4).

Not doing what should be
done (sin of omission)
(Jam. 4:17)

Not believing or accepting the
Lord Jesus Christ is sin (Jn.
16:8-9).




The kinds of sin Bible portrays: (Ps.32:1-2)

Sin: Which means missing the mark, anything short of
what God expects or wants from us. It is not only the
acts of sin but also the thoughts of sin and sinful mind.
(Ps. 51:2-4, Gen. 4:7, Ex. 9:27, Num. 6:11, Prov. 8:36,
Rom. 3:23).

Transgression: Turning against someone or not
obeying your superiors, elders. (Ps. 51:2-3,
Prov.28:2. 1 Tim.2:14).

Iniquity: Which means not straight, sinful heart, it may

not be the act of sin but the crooked behavior (Gen.
15:16, Ps. 32:2-5).

Error: This means not to know what should have been

learned or known (Heb. 9:7).



Seven Deadly Sius

Gluttony
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What sin is like and how it spreads
* Sinis like cancer.

* It makes the person to commit
sin and live in sin.

* Every time a person does sin
and pleases his sinful desires,
more sin come into his life
which results in more acts of
sin.

* Itisjust like a cancer when
started in a person, if it is not
taken care of, it spreads and
takes over his body.




e Cancer brings death, in the same way if sin is not
taken care of, it will spread and the person will be
eternally condemned and experiences eternal death
(Rom. 6:23, Jam.1:14-15). '

* Sosin is any action, a feeling,
or thought that goes against
God’s standards.

* In the Bible’s original languages,
the words for sin mean “to miss
a mark,” or a target.

* The Bible says that “all have
sinned and fall short of the glory

of God.”

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What are the consequences of sin?

" Plants suffer (Gen 3:17,18), weeds grew (Reuv.
23:3)

= Animals and men suffer. Since the flood, men and
animals have been afraid of each other. (Gen. 9:2).

" But during the time when Christ will return to rule
the earth, they will be at peace with each other.
(Isa 11:6-9).

" The day the new heavens and the new earth will
appear, all suffering will be gone forever. Things
will be perfect again (Rom 8:19-23, Rev. 21:1-5).



Sin is in all of man - Body, spirit and soul.

" Their minds are in darkness, they are strangers to God.

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= His desires to are to please himself. 1Cor 2:14.
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" He cannot understand because he does not have the
Holy Spirit.

Results of Sin

Before Adam sinned, he was having a good
relationship with God. After he sinned, his
relationship is lost or alienated in all directions.

1) God — Man became spiritually alienated:

Ex. Hatred ness, wars. Family breakdowns etc.

3) Within himself (mind)- Man became
psychologically alienated: Ex. His body and mind
got disconnected (Rom 7:15)

4) Nature - Man became cosmologically alienated:
Mismanaged the world, nature, deforestation,
ozone depletion,

The effects of Sin: 919 & IRUMA 59
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 There are 4-effects or consequences of Sin: They
are:

1) Sin puts man under slavery: “Whoever commits
sin is a slave of sin” (Jn.8:34).

2) Offence to God: All sins are an offense to
God, leading to death.

* Sin separates us from God.

e “But your iniquities have separated between
you and your God, and your sins have hid his
face from you, that he will not hear” (lsa.59:2).




3. Death: Death does not mean only the physical
death of our bodies but death of everything and all
about us. Sin brings diseases, divorce, home
breakage, separations etc. and all these sums up to
death.

* “For the wages of sin is death” (Rom.6:23).

* God is life and so without Him you are a dead man
walking.

4. Damnation: (Eternal destruction): Apart from
body death, there is the ultimate death. The first
death is death brought by the original sin; the Adam
sin, but there is the second death.
